What Scams are trending at the
moment in West Yorkshire?

Fraudulent emails sent to organisations stating they have qualified for
the sum of $200,000.00 from the World Health Organization relief fund.

Automated Scam messages from fraudsters claiming to be Amazon
Prime, the call states that a trial membership was about to expire and
they would be deducting £34 from your bank account.

Phishing emails offering the sale of testing kits and face masks.

Scams Trending Regionally & Nationally

Travel scams on the increase as fraudsters purport to be from travel
companies, tour operators and insurers are offering to rebook or
refund cancelled holidays.
